Carpooling

Carpooling is one of the easiest
ways to help commuters save

on commute costs, reduce traffic
congestion, and improve air quality.
HART provides free ridematching o
to commuters seeking carpool
mates. For those who decide to
share a ride, a number of incentives
are available.

Carpooling Makes Sense
HART promotes the New Jersey
Department of Transportation
“Carpooling Makes Sense”
Program, which provides new
carpools with the opportunity
to earn a $100, $150, or $200
pre paid gas card, depending
on the number of participants
in the carpool. Carpools must
operate 24 days during a two month
promotional period to be eligible for ) )

Carpool Rider Bonus
HART’s Carpool Rider Bonus
Program rewards carpools of 3 or
more people, or existing carpools
that add riders, with a $50 pre paid
gas card for each additional rider.
Thirty two (32) carpools formed
with 3 or more people this year.
Seventeen (17) existing carpools
added riders to create a carpool of
3 or more.

Carpool Referral Program
Carpoolers who refer co-workers,
family, or friends to the carpool
program can earn a $100 gas card
of their own simply by encouraging
others to carpool. Sixty three (63)
carpools were referred this year.

CarCare Program

Eligible carpools receive vouchers
for complimentary car washes

and oil changes throughout the
year. The vouchers are a relatively
low cost incentive to support
commuters in their carpool activity.
Approximately $5,600 in vouchers
were redeemed by carpoolers.

Emergency Ride Home
Program

HART’s Emergency Ride Home
Program provides carpoolers and
vanpoolers the peace of mind that
they will not be “stranded” if they
need to leave work early or must
stay at work late unexpectedly on
a day they have shared a ride. The
commuter simply contacts the local
rental car company under contract
with HART, takes the rental car
home and returns it to work the
next day. HART pays the full cost
of the rental car, up to 4 times per
year per for each participating
commuter.

Ten (10) Emergency Rides Home
were provided in 2008-2009.

Vanpooling

A vanpool is formed when a group
of commuters choose to lease a
commuter van from a vanpool
provider. The commuters share
the monthly lease costs, paying the
vanpool provider directly. Section
132(f) of the Internal Revenue
Code allows eligible employees

to set aside pre-tax dollars to pay
for vanpooling costs through their
employer.

HART assists commuters interested
in starting or joining a vanpool, by
facilitating contact with Vanpool
of New Jersey and VPSI, Inc., the
vanpool leasing companies serving
Hunterdon County.

Vanpool Sponsorship
Program

HART administers the NJ
TRANSIT Vanpool Sponsorship
Program which provides new and
existing vanpools between $175-
$300 per month to offset the cost
of the lease. With HART assistance,
Hunterdon bound vanpools received
a total of $12,950 in NJ TRANSIT
Vanpool Sponsorship this year.

Empty Seat Subsidy

HART offers “start up” and existing
vanpools an $80 subsidy for any
“empty seats” that may exist as

the vanpool gets started or when

a rider leaves the vanpool. The
temporary funding encourages the
formation and retention of vanpools
by offsetting the lease costs while a
vanpool looks for new or additional
riders. HART provided $1,500

in subsidies to Hunterdon bound
vanpools.

The
program offers cyclists maintenance
vouchers throughout the year for

HART implemented several
recommendations of the
Coordinated County Human
Services Transportation Plan (7/07)
this year.

The “Hunterdon County Accessible
Transportation Guide” was

created by HART in response to

a recommendation to provide a
comprehensive resource for the
disabled community on accessible
transportation. The guide lists
accessibility information for all
public transportation serving
Hunterdon County, how to connect
with other transportation, and
private transportation services
available for hire. The guide

was distributed to consumers,
advocates, and the general public in
information racks throughout the
county.

HART continued to provide
marketing assistance to the
Hunterdon County LINK
Transportation System, publishing
new service schedules for the
Flemington Shuffle and Cross
County Service routes. The
schedules were distributed to more
than 200 locations throughout the
county.

HART coordinated the installation
of announcement boards and
schedule racks on the interior of
several vehicles to ensure that
passengers were fully informed of
any service or fare changes.

HART’s Executive Director was
designated by Hunterdon County
to serve as the “Local Lead” for
Hunterdon on the United We Ride
initiative.

HART served on the Technical
Advisory Committee of the
“Central Jersey Raritan Valley
Transit Study”, a further analysis
of transit recommendations from
the I-78 Corridor Transit Study,
published in January 2008.

Many of the findings of the
“Central Jersey Raritan Valley
Transit Study” are long term
projects. HART has recently
proposed that several short term,
low cost solutions be pursued
while planning of long term and
more complex and costly projects

continues.
